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Stirling Computer Club Constitution

Name

The name of the Club shall be “Stirling Computer Club”, herein after known as the Club.

Aims

The aims of the Club will be:

· To broaden the knowledge of various computer topics and techniques.

· To offer support to less-experienced computer enthusiasts.

· To bring together a variety of people with a common interest.

· To further the development of computer software and web applications.

· To support the free interchange of information, encourage discussion and interaction among individuals by providing the opportunity for these individuals to meet and to exchange ideas, experiences and techniques.

Membership

Membership shall be open to all registered students, non-students, members of staff, and their spouses and partners of both. Online team-mates of members and non-students can join the Society with non voting status.  Honorary membership may be awarded by the GM. The membership shall be fixed at the AGM.

Committee Meetings

The Committee shall meet regularly, at least once every two weeks. The President shall have a personal and deliberate vote, and in the case of a tie, the deciding vote.

AGM

This shall be held at least 6 weeks before the end of the spring semester.  The office bearers shall be elected, by a show of hands at this meeting.

Affiliation

The Club shall be affiliated to the University of Stirling Students' Union and abide by its regulations. The Club may be affiliated to such organisations as a GM shall deem desirable.

Equipment

An annual inventory shall be submitted to the Club Development Officer and the Chief Executive of the Students' Union, and those items listed must be made available for inspection at the request of these officers. The Inventory shall be submitted 2 weeks after the beginning of the autumn semester, and 6 weeks before the end of the Spring Semester. All new equipment must be added to the inventory stored in the Students' Union Office and with the Club Development Officer. Expensive/essential equipment must be insured through the Union’s policy. 

Changes to the Constitution

For any constitutional change to be binding, it shall have to have been passed by a simple majority at a GM of the Club and have then been approved in accordance with the Students' Union policy.
